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Creation of the World

“In the beginning God created the heaven
and the earth.”

“All things were made by Him; and without
Him was not any thing made that was
made.”

Creation of Man
“And the LORD God formed man of the
dust of the ground, and breathed into his
nostrils the breath of life; and man became
a living soul. And the LORD God planted
a garden eastward in Eden; and there he
put the man whom He had formed.”

“And the LORD God took the man, and put
him into the garden of Eden to dress it and
to keep it. And the LORD God commanded
the man, saying, Of every tree of the
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garden thou mayest freely eat: But of the
tree of the knowledge of good and evil,
thou shalt not eat of it: for in the day that
thou eatest thereof thou shalt surely die.”

Entry of Sin

“Now the serpent was more subtle than
any beast of the field which the LORD God
had made. And he said unto the woman,
Yea, hath God said, Ye shall not eat of every
tree of the garden? And the woman said
unto the serpent, We may eat of the fruit
of the trees of the garden: But of the fruit
of the tree which is in the midst of the
garden, God hath said, Ye shall not eat
of it, neither shall ye touch it, lest ye die.

“And the LORD God said unto the woman,
What is this that thou hast done? And the
woman said, The serpent beguiled me, and
I did eat. And the LORD God said unto the
serpent, Because thou hast done this, thou
art cursed above all cattle, and above every
beast of the field; upon thy belly shalt thou
go, and dust shalt thou eat all the days
of thy life: And I will put enmity between
thee and the woman, and between thy seed
and her seed; it shall bruise thy head, and
thou shalt bruise his heel. Unto the woman
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He said, I will greatly multiply thy sorrow
and thy conception; in sorrow thou shalt
bring forth children; and thy desire shall
be to thy husband, and he shall rule over
thee. And unto Adam He said, Because
thou hast hearkened unto the voice of thy
wife, and hast eaten of the tree, of which
I commanded thee, saying, Thou shalt not
eat of it: cursed is the ground for thy sake;
in sorrow shalt thou eat of it all the days
of thy life; Thorns also and thistles shall it
bring forth to thee; and thou shalt eat the
herb of the field; In the sweat of thy face
shalt thou eat bread, till thou return unto
the ground; for out of it wast thou taken:

“Wherefore, as by one man sin entered
into the world, and death by sin; and so
death passed upon all men, for that all
have sinned.”

Man's Sins Before God

“All we like sheep have gone astray; we
have turned every one to his own way; and
the LORD hath laid on Him the iniquity of
us all.”

“The LORD looked down from heaven
upon the children of men, to see if there
were any that did understand, and seek
God. They are all gone aside, they are all
together become filthy: there is none that
doeth good, no, not one.”
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“As1tiswritten, There is none righteous, no,
not one. And the way of peace have they
not known: There is no fear of God before
their eyes. For all have sinned, and come
short of the glory of God.”

“But the Scripture hath concluded all
under sin, that the promise by faith of
Jesus Christ might be given to them that
believe.”

God's Love for Man

His Death as Atonement for Men

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Jesus, Father, forgive them; for they know
not what they do. And they parted His
ralment, and cast lots.”

“He is despised and rejected of men; a Man
of sorrows, and acquainted with grief:
and we hid as it were our faces from Him;
He was despised, and we esteemed Him
not. Surely He hath borne our griefs,
and carried our sorrows:. yet we did
esteemn Him stricken, smitten of God, and
afflicted. But He was wounded for our
transgressions, He was bruised for our
iniquities: the chastisement of our peace
was upon Him; and with His stripes we
are healed. All we like sheep have gone
astray; we have turned every one to his
own way; and the LORD hath laid on Him
the iniquity of us all.”

“He hath poured out His soul unto death:
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and He was numbered with the transgres-
sors; and He bare the sin of many, and
made intercession for the transgressors.”

“Christ died for our sins according to the
Scriptures.”

“Then said Jesus unto them, ... I AM the
good shepherd: the good shepherd giveth
his life for the sheep. ... And other sheep
I have, which are not of this fold: them
also I must bring, and they shall hear My
voice; and there shall be one fold, and one
shepherd.”

His Resurrection and Ascension into
Heaven
“And said unto them, Thus it 1S written,
and thus it behoved Christ to suffer, and
to rise from the dead the third day: And
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that repentance and remission of sins
should be preached in His Name among
all nations.”

“Him God raised up the third day, and
shewed Him openly; Not to all the people,
but unto witnesses chosen before of God.”

“God was manifest in the flesh, justified in
the Spirit, seen of angels, preached unto
the Gentiles, believed on in the world,
received up into glory.”
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“But now 1s Christ risen from the dead, and
become the firstfruits of them that slept.
For since by man came death, by Man
came also the resurrection of the dead.
For as in Adam all die, even so in Christ
shall all be made alive.”

God's Way of Salvation
“Sirs, what must I do to be saved? And they
said, Believe on the Lord Jesus Christ, and
thou shalt be saved, and thy house.”

“Repent ye therefore, and be converted,
that your sins may be blotted out, when
the times of refreshing shall come from
the presence of the Lord.”

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“Him that cometh to Me I will in no wise
cast out.”

“And this is life eternal, that they might
know Thee the only true God, and Jesus
Christ, Whom Thou hast sent.”

Redemption by His Blood

1S no remission.”

“Therefore if any man be in Christ, he is a
new creature: old things are passed away;
behold, all things are become new.”
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The Holy Ghost

“I will pray the Father, and He shall give
you another Comforter, that He may abide
with you for ever; Even the Spirit of truth;
Whom the world cannot receive, because
1t seeth Him not, neither knoweth Him:
but ye know Him; for He dwelleth with
you, and shall be in you.”

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“We know that an idol is nothing in the
world, and that there is none other God
but one. But to us there is but one God, the
Father, of Whom are all things, and we in
Him; and one Lord Jesus Christ, by Whom
are all things, and we by Him.”

“Then saith Jesus unto him, Get thee hence,
Satan: for it is written, Thou shalt worship
the Lord thy God, and Him only shalt thou
serve.”

“Mortity therefore your members which
are upon the earth; fornication, unclean-
ness, inordinate affection, evil concupis-
cence, and covetousness, which is idolatry:
For which things’ sake the wrath of God
cometh on the children of disobedience.”
